●​ Students who attend the first 2 meetings and contribute will get a portion of their scholarship

●​ Once selected, participants can participate until they graduate from high school without reapplying

●​ You are expected to  communicate with the YAB group through GroupME if you are unable to attend 

a meeting. 
●​ Scholarship payments will be made directly to the youth at our last meeting of the year.
